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Open Enrollment is Coming Soon!

Open Enrollment is the period of time when benefit eligible employees have the opportunity to make changes to their health, disability and life coverages. This year’s open enrollment period is mandatory. Benefit eligible employees can add or terminate coverage for yourself or dependent(s). When you add new dependents to health and/or life coverages, you must supply the Benefits Office with dependent verification for each newly added dependent. 

Open Enrollment is the time to evaluate all of your benefit programs and make changes to your insurance coverage. For example you can increase supplemental life insurance coverage by $10,000 more without evidence of insurability questionnaires supplied. It also is the time to re-visit your disability plan. Having income protection is vital to you and your family’s well-being.
